COURT RULES & ETIQUETTE

HIGHLAND SHORES OWNERS ASSOCIATION (HSOA) TENNIS RULES

Revised 12-01-05

1. The tennis courts are available for play daily from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m.

2. Reservations can be made for two hours for singles and doubles play. Sign up is not allowed for two consecutive time periods. Reservations can be made up to 24 hours in advance. Reservation boards are located at all courts. Each season (Spring, Summer and Fall) a court schedule will be posted at each court which will define reserved courts and times for leagues and clinics.

3. Courts must be reserved to avoid forfeiting the court. (Walk-ons must sign up when they arrive.)

4. The court reservation is forfeited after ten minutes if the resident with the reservation is not present.

5. Highland Shores Tennis Committee approved Leagues* and Highland Shores Owners Association approved Clinics** have priority for specific courts and times. Reserved court times and dates for Clinics and Leagues will be posted at all the courts prior to each season (Spring, Summer and Fall). Two courts will remain open during Clinics and Leagues for Highland Shores resident’s use. All requests for new and modified court reservations for Tennis League play should be submitted to the Tennis Committee for approval.
6. Prime time is 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. on weekdays and from 7 a.m. to 10 p.m. on weekends. Adults during prime time can bump children under 14 years of age on all courts except tennis courts 1 & 2.

7. Guests (all individuals who do not reside in Highland Shores) must be accompanied by a resident at all times. Residents are responsible for the actions of their guests. Invitation of guests is limited to use of one court. If playing singles, one guest is authorized. If playing doubles, no more than three guests (one resident and three guests).

8. No glass containers, pets or food are allowed inside the courts area. Infants, toddlers and children not playing tennis should not be allowed inside the court-fenced area if both courts are in use with the exception to the bleacher are at courts 7 & 8.

9. Residents of Highland Shores may invite an instructor of their choice to give instruction (singles or doubles private) on the Highland Shores tennis courts provided a resident is with the instructor at all times utilizing no more than one court. Court reservation is required and must be made by a Highland Shores resident. 

10. Non-marking tennis shoes are to be worn on the courts. Shirts must be worn at all times.

11. Tennis courts are for playing tennis only. No skateboards, bicycles, street hockey, etc. are allowed on the courts.

12. Parents are responsible for their children’s usage of the courts.

13. Profanity or unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.

14. Violation of these rules will be grounds for loss of privileges.

15. Any issue related to tennis court usage should be directed to the Highland Shores Tennis Committee. Maintenance issues should be directed to the Highland Shores Owners Association at 972-317-5139.

*   Leagues include all Ladies, Mens, Mixed Doubles, USTA and TCD teams.

** Clinics are defined as an instructor with more than three participants. All clinics must be pre-approved by the Highland Shores Owners Association Recreation Director.
